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Our deepest fear is not that we are inadequate. Our 

deepest fear is that we are powerful beyond measure. It is our 

light, not our darkness, that most frightens us. We ask 

ourselves, ñWho am I to be brilliant, gorgeous, talented, 

fabulous?ò Actually, who are you not to be? You are a child of 

God. Your playing small does not serve the world. There's 

nothing enlightened about shrinking so that other people won't 

feel insecure around you. We are all meant to shine, as children 

do. We were born to make manifest the glory of God that is 

within us. It's not just in some of us; it's in everyone. And as we 

let our own light shine, we unconsciously give other people 

permission to do the same. As we're liberated from our own 

fear, our presence automatically liberates others. 

 

The piece above was written by Marianne Williamson and is 

called ñOur Deepest Fearò. What would happen if each of us 

brought this attitude to our families, our jobs, or our 

friendships? What would happen if each of us brought this 

attitude to our congregation? Please think about that for a 

minute. What would happen if each of us brought this attitude 

to our congregation, University Lutheran Church in Eau Claire, 

WI? 

 

I heard a great line, one thatôs found in a few old Gospel songs: 

The ground is level at the foot of the Cross. As Lutherans, we 

claim a ñtheology of the Crossò and are called to see all things 

and all people through the ñlensò of the Cross.

In that light, I believe the ground should be level in the Church, too. All 

members are needed to make the church serve faithfully and well. All 

members are invited to name and explore their God-given talents and 

skills, and even discover new ones. With this in mind, itôs true we need 

a sense of organization, but we must dismiss hierarchy and 

discrimination.  

 

ULC is in transition. As a campus ministry, weôre always in transition, 

but thatôs another story. To proceed well, to succeed in our work for the 

Kingdom, every member needs to stop ñplaying smallò and shine. 

Every member needs to reveal what God has manifested in them for the 

sake of the Gospel. Every member needs to claim their status, to ñjoin 

the teamò as a Child of God, and in so doing give others the permission 

to do the same, liberating them from fear and freeing them for service. 

 

So will each of you do this, please? Ask yourself how your God-given 

passion can serve ULC. It might help if you ask someone who knows 

you well to name gifts, talents, and skills they believe you can bring to 

ULC. This is not that same as seeking a position of power, or finding a 

way to force your personal agenda on the church. This is how we grow 

disciples and function together as the Body of Christ. This helps our 

fellow members, UWEC, and Eau Claire see us as ñChrist in the 

community.ò 

 

Why am I asking each of you to ponder these thoughts? Well, it should 

have been one of the first questions I ever asked you! As your brother 

in Christ, and as a servant of ULC, I want to know because I 

have hope and excitement about our future. Oh, yeahé

Happy Fall!
