Our churches can give them all of those 

things. The day is over when we can silently leave the empty tomb at Easter and tell no one. So this is my 

Easter challenge to every one of you who takes the time to read these words: ñBOLDY inviteéONE more! 

This year, before Easter, you, and everyone in your family, invite one person to come and worship with you. 

If you have family who live somewhere else, but who do not have a church, encourage theméòI sure hope 

you can find a church for this Sunday!ò  Be BOLD. Whatôs the worst that can happen? Let the amaze-

ment overcome the fear.  

We have the amazing privilege of getting up on that Sunday morning and worshipping the God of Easter!  I 

for one will make sure I share that with not just one person, but I commit to sharing it with everyone that 

will give me the opportunity. Whatôs the worst that can happen????
